Please note the following required items as part of the THS uniform.  No substitutions are allowed.  The school uniform is a 
source of pride and satisfaction for the students and should be worn as such. 
 

Girls’ standard uniform: 

 White polo with school emblem (or green for students in grades K-4)  

 Green, v-neck sweater with school emblem 

 Plaid skort 

 Grey pants 

 Grey shorts 

 White socks which must be visible above the tops of shoes 

 Athletic shoes 

 Green fleece with school emblem (Please note: other sweatshirt-type “jackets” will be considered “out of uniform”) 

 Green coat with school emblem 
 

Boys’ standard uniform: 

 White polo with school emblem (or green for students in grades K-4)   

 Green v-neck sweater with school emblem 

 Grey pants 

 Grey shorts 

 White socks which must be visible above the tops of shoes  

 Athletic shoes 

 Green fleece with school emblem (Please note: other sweatshirt-type “jackets” will be considered “out of uniform”) 

 Green coat with school emblem 
 

P.E. uniform: 

 THS white or green tee  

 Grey gym shorts or grey sweat pants 

 Grey THS sweatshirt 

 White socks which must be visible 

 Athletic shoes 
 

DRESS CODE 
 

 Grey THS sweatshirts may be worn for P.E. ONLY.  Absolutely no names are to be put on the back of sweatshirts, 
even under the hood.   

 Students may wear the green THS fleece and/or coat in cold weather.  No other sweatshirt-type jacket may be worn.  
If necessary, a rain jacket or down coat may be worn to and from school and at recesses.  Jackets may not be worn 
inside the classrooms. 

 Girls may wear black or white leggings with skorts in cold weather. 

 Shirts should fit properly and not be baggy or stained. 

 Pants and/or shorts should fit properly at the waist.  Baggy pants or pants which show undergarments are not 
permitted.  Skorts are plaid and should fit properly with the hem falling no shorter than in the area just above the 
knee. 

 All undershirts must be white and must be tucked in. 

 Belts are not mandatory.
